‘What is an article?

Articles are words that define a noun that can be either specific or not specific. We will learn
about the articles a, an and the.

For example:

| ate the cookies with a cup of milk and it was delicious.

Here, the cookies are specific cookies that are mentioned and those were very delicious.
However, when we mention a cup of milk it means that any cup of milk tastes the same and
for that reason it is not specific. The difference is that a cup of milk is general while the
cookies are a specific kind of cookies.
